WSHS SCHOLARSHIP CRITERIA - Revised Feb 2022
Criteria for Wisconsin Slovak Historical Society Scholarships:

Must be a member, child of a member, or grandchild of a member in
good standing and be of Slovak descent.

Have an intention to pursue a course of study in an accredited four-year degree granting
institution or a two-year program at a technical college and submit a copy of your letter
of acceptance and a transcript of your grades, showing an average of 2.5 or better.

If grade point of at least 2.5 is maintained, recipient may apply for a scholarship(s) in
subsequent years. Each year is a new slate. Having been awarded a scholarship
previously does not count for or against you in the current competition.

Provide a family tree for three generations (to great grandparents) including all
nationalities, if known.

Must write a personal statement on what your Slovak Heritage means to you, plus
outlining reasons for your chosen course of study. Essay must be limited to 500 words
or less. This essay, or portions thereof, may be published in The Wisconsin Slovak.

The scholarship money may be used for tuition, books, school supplies or lodging.

When scholarships are awarded the winners will receive a certificate stating the amount
of the scholarship. The winners must then complete the first semester of Higher
Education and present their first semester grades to the appropriate representative to
receive their payment. If the student is already in an institution of higher learning the
check will be presented immediately.

Include a recent headshot photo (e.g. school picture), so that we can publish successful
candidates in the Wisconsin Slovak quarterly magazine. *new requirement*

All above items are required with each year’s application. Incomplete applications will
not be considered.
